The principal purpose for allowing a
dwelling on forest lands is to enable the
resident to conduct efficient and
effective management. This
requirement indicates a relationship
between ongoing forest management
and the need for a dwelling on the
subject property.

(B) The subject parcel has been
enrolled in the appropriate state's
forest assessment program.

Q) A plan for management of the
parcel has been approved by the
Oregon Department of Forestry or the
Washington Department of Natural
Resources and the appropriate county.
The plan must indicate the condition
and productivity of lands to be
managed; the operations the owner will
carry out (thinning, harvest, planting,
etc.); a chronological description of
when the operations will occur;
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estimates of yield, labor, and expenses;
and how the dwelling will contribute
toward the successful management of
the property.

(D) The parcel has no other
dwellings that are vacant or currently
occupied by persons not engaged in
forest management of the subject
parcel.

(iii)  The Natural Resource
Conservation Service (NRCS) soil unit
description shall indicate that soils are

(iv)  The size, shape and pattern on
the landscape of the clearing for the
new agricultural use shall blend with
the surrounding landscape pattern
either because the existing pattern
includes agricultural openings or
because the new agricultural opening is
designed to appear natural.
